Career Brochure

Your task is to create an informational brochure designed to inform someone about a certain career. To get the required information, go to: http://www.bls.gov/oco/ In the top, right-hand corner of this page, click on OOH Search.  In the search box that pops up, type in the name of the career for which you want to do your brochure. Click on the links that pop up that correspond to your careers.
Your brochure will have 6 panels. (I will show you how to create a six panel brochure in Indesign.)  Each of your six panels will need to contain specific information:
Page 1 - Outside Right – Front of the Folded Brochure (33 points)
· Name of the Career
· Picture relating to the career (for a service-type career, you may just want to put a picture of someone helping a smiling person)
· The web address for the Occupational Outlook Handbook
Page 1 - Outside Middle – Back of the Folded Brochure (33 points)
· Name of the Career
· Shapes, designs, or catchy pictures of people doing a job
· Created by [Your Name] for the Bureau of Labor Statistics
Page 1 - Outside Left – Inside Flap of the Folded Brochure (33 points)
· Message from you explaining why you think this career would be something people may want to do.
Page 2 - Inside Left (33 points)
· Name of the Career
· Annual Salary/Wages Per Hour
· Job outlook information (demand for the job, how much competition is there for these particular jobs, etc)

Page 2 - Inside Middle (33 points)
· Educational/Training Requirements
· Pictures showing people doing the job

Page 2 – Inside Right (33 points)
· Resources page
· Links to other websites with more information about this career

· Links to schools with programs related to this career
